Behaviour
System in
school

Our school rules and behaviour system focuses around the three words

‘Ready’ ‘Safe’ ‘Respectful’. Conversations with children will focus on our 3 words
and children are expected to follow the rules in class, at break/lunch time and around
school.

How to help your
child...

Read to your children as much as you can, such as a bedtime story.

Talk to your children and ask them questions.

Allow your child to get dressed themselves or practise getting dressed by themselves.
Putting their coats on and shoes.

Ensure your child is aware of hand washing and regularly washing hands before food
and after using the toilet.

Help them to become independent with the use of the toilet, putting on own coat and
wiping their own noses.

Help them to recognise their own name.

Count objects randomly and use number names in play, such as counting out their
snack or how many toys they are tidying up. Count how many dolls they have or
dinosuars etc. Knowing their house door number is a good start.

When using IPads or devices ensure the children are accessing age appropriate
games and videos.
